Rithimaki’s history

The completion of Helsinki-Hameenlinna
railway in 1862 and the opening of the
Riihimaki-St. Petersburg line in 1870 impacted
on the creation of the town.

1919 Riihimé&ki became a substantial
community with its own council and the right to
appoint officials and set up committees.

The status of township 1922.
Full town rights 1960.

Rithimaki’s coat of arms was designed by
Arttu Brummer and officially ratified in 1947.

Social services

The purpose of social services is to support and promote
the independent livelihood, working capacity and social
well-being of Riihimaki residents.

Day care

Riihimaki has 9 day care centres and several group day
care centres and in addition there are appr. 80
childminders working at home.

The city pays a complementary Riihimé&ki supplement in
addition to the home care allowance and also a
complementary municipality supplement in addition to the
private day care allowance.

Services for elderly persons
Service forms are: home help services, residential housing
services for the elderly and group housing units.

Health care

Riihiméaki District Health Authority is responsible for basic
health care services.

Kanta-Hame Hospital District is responsible for specialised
health care.
